THE DAIL COTTAGE DORM is now avail-
able for student housing. Our spacious saltbox
cottage dorm is nestled in a very private area, easily
accessible by a well-maintained dirt road. Resident
students enjoy the tranquility of the country
environment including occasional glimpses of wildlife
prevalent in our Maine woods and wetlands—moose,
deer, wild turkeys, partridges, ospreys, eagles, and
more. Besides affording students the opportunity to
walk to school, the half-mile-long woodland road
provides multi-seasonal options
for enjoying a variety of sports. 

The Dail Cottage Dorm
accommodates up to four
students. Each of the two
upstairs bedrooms has a
window and a skylight, and is
furnished with two beds and two
dressers. Closet space, attic
storage, and wall-to-wall
carpeting add to the comfort. 

The first floor includes a full
kitchen, dining area, living
room, large bathroom with stall
shower, and utility room. 

The kitchen is equipped with a stove,
refrigerator, cabinets, sink, utility cart,
dishes, eating utensils, glasses, cookware,
and a variety of kitchen accessories. The
dining area has a table and chairs and is
suitable for eating or studying. The living
room provides a cozy sitting area featuring
a large sofa, comfortable rug, and a table
with a reading lamp. 

The Dail Cottage is warm in winter and,
with its many windows, is well ventilated in
summer. It is available on a first-come, first-
served basis to currently enrolled or newly
accepted students who do not live within
commuting distance. Rent is $325 per
month, which includes heat, electricity,
water, trash removal, mowing, and
snowplowing. Along with the first month’s
rent, a deposit of $325.00 is required.

Students wishing to apply for rental must write or
fax a letter of intent to rent and specify their desired
time frame.
